BACKGROUND

Magrock Limited understands that your privacy is important to you and that you care about how your personal
data is used and shared online. We respect and value the privacy of everyone who visits this website,
www.magrockinduct.co.uk (“Our Site”) and will only collect and use personal data in ways that are described
here, and in a manner that is consistent with Our obligations and your rights under the law.

We make sure we
consider and balance any potential impact on you (both positive and negative) and your rights before we
process your personal data for our legitimate interests. We do not use your personal data for activities
where our interests are overridden by the impact on you (unless we have your consent or are otherwise
required or permitted to by law).

5. WHAT DATA DO WE COLLECT?

demographic information such as post code, preferences, and interests;
IP address;

6. HOW DO WE USE YOUR DATA?

All personal data is processed and stored securely, for no longer than is necessary in light of the reason(s) for
which it was first collected. We will comply with Our obligations and safequard your rights under the GDPR at all
times. For more details on security see section 7, below.



Our use of your personal data will always have a lawful basis, either because it is necessary for Our
performance of a contract with you, because you have consented to Our use of your personal data (e.g. by
subscribing to emails), or because it is in Our legitimate interests. Specifically, We may use your data for the
following purposes:

i. Providing and managing your access to Our Site;

ii. Personalising and tailoring your experience on Our Site;

iii. Supplying Our services to you (please note that We require your personal data in order to enter into a
contract with you);

iv. Personalising and tailoring Our services for you;

v. Replying to emails from you;

With your permission and/or where permitted by law, We may also use your data for marketing purposes which
may include contacting you by email or telephone with information, news and offers on Our services. We will
not, however, send you any unsolicited marketing or spam and will take all reasonable steps to ensure that We
fully protect your rights and comply with Our obligations under the GDPR and the Privacy and Electronic
Communications (EC Directive) Regulations 2003.

You have the right to withdraw your consent to Us using your personal data at any time, and to request that We
delete it.

We do not keep your personal data for any longer than is necessary in light of the reason(s) for which it was first
collected. Data will therefore be retained on the following basis:i. By law we must keep basic information about
our customers (including Contact, Identity, Financial and Transaction Data) for six years after they cease being
customers for tax purposes. In some circumstances you can ask Us to delete your data. In some circumstances
We may anonymise your personal data (so that it can no longer be associated with you) for research or
statistical purposes in which case we may use this information indefinitely without further notice to you.

7. HOW AND WHERE DO WE STORE YOUR DATA?

We only keep your personal data for as long as We need to in order to use it as described above in section 6,
and/or for as long as We have your permission to keep it.

Your data will only be stored within the European Economic Area (“the EEA”) (The EEA consists of all EU member
states, plus Norway, Iceland, and Liechtenstein).

Data security is very important to Us, and to protect your data We have taken suitable measures to safeguard
and secure data collected through Our Site.

We have put in place procedures to deal with any suspected personal data breach and will notify you and any
applicable regulator of a breach where We are legally required to do so.



8. DO WE SHARE YOUR DATA?

Subject to section 8.b, We will not share any of your data with any third parties for any purposes.

In certain circumstances, We may be legally required to share certain data held by Us, which may include your
personal data, for example, where We are involved in legal proceedings, where We are complying with legal
obligations, a court order, or a governmental authority.

We may compile statistics about the use of Our Site including data on traffic, usage patterns, user numbers,
sales, and other information. All such data will be anonymised and will not include any personally identifying
data, or any anonymised data that can be combined with other data and used to identify you. We may from time
to time share such data with third parties such as prospective investors, affiliates, partners, and advertisers.
Data will only be shared and used within the bounds of the law.

9. WHAT HAPPENS IF OUR BUSINESS CHANGES HANDS?

We may, from time to time, expand or reduce Our business and this may involve the sale and/or the transfer of
control of all or part of Our business.

In the event that any of your data is to be transferred in such a manner, you will not be contacted in advance
and informed of the changes.

10. HOW CAN YOU CONTROL YOUR DATA?
